The course

A marvellous course passing over grass, woodland, arable land and tracks 
through the Chilterns in an area of outstanding natural beauty. The 
course is about twelve miles long and includes sixty jumps (maximum 
height 2’6”). Twenty of the jumps have more challenging options 
(maximum height 3’6”). The jumps are well constructed and very varied 
in design, including rails, hedges, ditches, banks, water and several 
combinations. All jumps are optional and there is a short cut in case 
your horse gets tired. Full equipment, tractors and other vehicles for 
lorry and horsebox removal will be available during wet weather.

Entry

Read and complete the entry form on page 9 of the schedule. Entry fee of 
£18 per rider includes paramedic cover and is non-returnable under any 
circumstances. It is a condition of entry that all riders abide by the rules 
and instructions contained within this schedule. The payment of the 
entry fee will be considered as acceptance of these terms. Entries close 
Friday 25th September or earlier if full.

• �Passing is allowed.

• �Riders not finishing the course should note on their scorecard the 
distance covered or the last fence passed.

• Dogs must be kept on leads at all times.

Please note that the majority of the course is over private land and  
access is only permitted on Saturday 3rd October (from 2pm, for 
inspection only) and Sunday 4th October.
